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Location: Although our central location is at LHS, you may be asked to play at Depew High School and/or Como Park if weather becomes a problem.  The finals will be played at Como Park.





Please make yourself available for the entire weekend and be prepared to play more than one match a day (maximum of three pro sets).  If you do not arrive for a scheduled match within 15 minutes of its start time, you may be disqualified.





Please bring a new can of unopened tennis balls for each match you play.  Winners will take the unopened can.





Please limit your pre-match warm-up to 10 minutes. You are free to warm up on your own earlier.





Match play will be done as an 8-game Pro Set with regular scoring until the Semi-Finals.  Tie-breakers occur at 8-8 and will use the Coman format. The Semi-Finals and Finals will be best 2 out of 3 sets with regular scoring.





Players will be guaranteed two matches (double elimination), unless matches are cancelled due to inclement weather.





Please be advised that the tournament format is subject to change. Changes can be made at the discretion of the Tournament Directors. Changes to format (i.e. making the tournament single elimination) are typically only done when weather effects scheduled tournament matches.
